



CONTRACTUAL AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

, Therapeutic Family Teacher Practitioner(s), party of the second part. 

WITNESSETH:

THAT 
for the purpose and subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, said party of the first part hereby employs said party of the second part and said party of the second part accepts such position.  
FIRST:

The responsibilities of the party of the first part are:

1. Consultant and other support services to the Therapeutic Family Teacher parent (s) during the designated time the child is in therapeutic home care. 

2. Payment to the party of the second part of the rate of $

 per 24 hour period, payable in day increments.  Payment will not be made until an invoice from the Therapeutic Family Teacher(s) has been received by the party of the first part.  This invoice for service rendered shall be due after the service is rendered or at the end of the month.  The invoice must be approved by the Director of Youth Quest before payment can be made.  The invoice will be processed and mailed within 10 days.  Correct service notes/documentation must be submitted with invoice before payment is made.  

3. Reimbursement payment to the party of the second part for transportation expenses at the rate of .25 cents per mile related to transporting the client to and from respite care.  Transportation must be included on the specific invoice for which it is incurred in order for payment to be made.  

4. All available information known to the party of the first part regarding any potentially damaging/dangerous behaviors relevant to the child to be placed will be provided.  The particular child’s Consultant, the Youth Quest Director, and any other relevant staff will inform the TFT parent of any pertinent information pertaining to the child’s previous and present behaviors.  
SECOND

The duties to be performed by the party of the second part are:

Cooperation with the party of the first part in the provision of services regarding the direct needs of the child placed by Youth Quest.  

Participation in the Pre-Service Workshop and In-Service training no less than twice per month before or during the time the child is in care.

Consultation with the representative of the party of the first part as needed for the development and growth of the child.

Participation in treatment planning and/or ongoing treatment for the child as deemed necessary by the Director of Youth Quest.

Documentation of time worked and transportation provided to be turned in to the Director of Youth Quest on forms provided by Youth Quest no later than the third working day of the following month in which services were rendered.

The Therapeutic Family Teacher will adhere to licensing/certification rules and regulations.

The party of the second part acknowledges that the child to be placed in their home has shown behavior in the past which may have been dangerous to him/her, to others, and/or to the property of others.  
The party of the second part agrees to exercise appropriate care in the supervision of said child in keeping his/her client safe.  The party of the second part agrees to provide continual TFT model interventions to any potential endangering and destructive behaviors by the client as noted in paragraph #4 of the first part of this contract.  

CONDITIONS:

It is understood that Youth Quest assumes no medical, professional, or automobile liability either for the party of the second part or of the client.  

This contract, unless sooner terminated by mutual consent or as hereinafter provided, shall exist and continue until the

24 hours 

– Each contracting TFT needs to be committed to providing service each day of the calendar year, 24-hours per day.  As with natural children, there are no “vacations” from caring for kids.  It is understood that all TFT clients will be enrolled in the public school system.  Many TFT clients will be working towards stepping back to their biological families.  As the client progresses, opportunities will increase for clients to spend the weekend with one overnight with his/her family.

TFT PROGRAM

Therapeutic Family Teacher (s) Agreement
1. I recognize my role as a Therapeutic Family Teacher to the child served, and my obligation to the welfare of that child.  I will adhere to the Teaching-Family Ethical standards and will abide by ethical and humane standards as outlined in the pre-service workshop.

2. I will allow Youth Quest’s consultant to visit my home in cooperation with licensing procedures.  I will allow an in-home consultant to make home visits on a weekly or bimonthly basis or more often as needed.  
3. I agree to participate in and facilitate open and continuous communication with designated Youth Quest staff regarding the placed child.  

4. I will strictly adhere to the boundaries of confidentiality and to share information about clients only with appropriate and designated individuals.

5. I will provide the client with appropriate supervision at all times; at no time will the child be unsupervised or left in the care of persons who are not trained using the Teaching Family Model unless authorized/specified by treatment team.
6. I will participate in treatment team meetings which occur every 4-6 weeks and will fully carry out service plans and procedures.  
7. I will perform daily documentation on the client in my home using the appropriate service note form.  These notes will reflect the child’s progress on goals identified on service plans and Teaching Family Model interventions.

8. Under no circumstance will I utilize corporal punishment.  Such punishment will result in an immediate DSS referral and possible removal of the child from my home.  Additionally, no child will be subjected to cruel, severe, or unnecessary punishment, threats, or verbal abuse.  Under no circumstances will the child be refused the basic necessities of food, clothing, etc., or placed in isolation for more than ½ hour at a time.  

9. I will notify my TFT Consultant staff immediately in the case of:

a. Child illness or accident

b. Change of address

c. Change of TFT’s employment

d. Change in household composition, particularly any other foster children entering the house.  Any foster children entering the household will be pre-approved by Youth Quest.

10. I agree to provide routine transportation for the child to daily activities, such as rides to school, recreational activities, and medical appointments.  I agree to provide transportation to school for the child if he or she is suspended from riding the school bus.  

11. I agree to be available for child care during school or camp hours should the child become ill or be suspended.  

12. I agree to have all sleeping arrangements pre-approved by Youth Quest staff; under no circumstances will the child or any other person share a bed.  

13. I will not permit the child to engage in hazardous play or tasks, nor will I permit the child to engage in work which violates child labor laws.

I have read and understand the above statements 1-13 and have retained a copy of this document.  If I am delinquent in submitting paperwork, I understand that my monthly stipend will be held until all paperwork for that month is submitted.
